POLICY STATEMENT

Road designstha make it easier and safer for cycliststo
use a paticular section of road. For example,
eliminaing squeeze points, setting traffic isandswell
back from edgelines or providingwider kerbsdelanes
may beconsdered cycle-friendly designin urban aress.
In rural areas, adequaely-sealed shoulders might be
congdered cycle-friendly design.

A plannda cycling route, which istypically shownin an
integrated regiond cycle nework plan or other cycle
plan to which Main Roadsis asignaory. It indicates the
mog important routes for cyclists within particular
regions Priority cycling routes may apply to both
commuter and recreationd cyclists.

Sectionsof theintegrated regiond cycle nework plan
tha represent broad lines of intent of desired cycle
routes. In mog indances, further corridar investigation
work will berequired to determinethe precise route and
desired standad of cycle facility. Investigation routes do
not become priority cycling routes until investigaions
confirm theneed, practicality, and affordability.

Main Roadswill encourage and facilitate cycling. Cyclists are legitimate users of
the Queendand road network and as such the planning for, and design,
congdruction, maintenance and opeaation of state-controlled roads should be
undetaken onthebasis tha cyclists will use the network.

Main Roadswill allow for cycling as pat of the planning and protection of new
road corridors. This may indudeidentifying indances where cyclists needsare
better met on an aternaive alignment.

Aswith all road congruction and maintenance projects, planning and investment
in cycling will be subject to:

¥ conalltation;

available funding;

Main Roadswill seek to make state-controlled roads cycle-friendly by
incorporating cycle- friendly designiin traffic opeations road-upgrading, and
maintenance projects. This may indudethe econamical retrofitting of roadswhere
necessary to accommodae cyclists.

Alongpriority cycling routes, Main Roadswill positively providefor cyclistsin
road-upgrading projects.

Where a state-controlled road is shown as part of apriority cycling route but
where cycling cannotbe postively provided for, Main Roadswill negotiate with
local government and stakeholders to achieve a suitable aternative solution. As
an example, an aternative route could be provided along a nearby local
govenment road parallel to the state-controlled road, or on other land. (Appendix
A istheflow chart which outlines the process for providing for cycling.)

Main Roadswill, as necessary, restrict or prohibit cycle access to parts of the state-
controlled road nework where there is unacceptable safety risk. Main Roadswill
not do this unless arisk assessment, induding congderation of any crash records
and aternative routes, indicates that cycling ontheroad presents an unacceptable
safety risk to riders. Thisrisk assessment will be undetaken in conaultation with
cycle groups road user groupsand othe stakeholders.

Main Roadswill continueto suppot the development of cycling facilities onlocal
govenment roadsthroughthe Trangort Infrastructure Development Scheme
(TIDS), as pat of the RoadsImplementation Program (RIP), giving preference to
priority cycling routes.

APPLICABILITY
This policy appliesto all state-controlled roads

This policy statement will be suppoted by technical guiddines and other practical
measures to assist Main Roads regiond and district officesto facilitate cyclingin a
practical way on the state-controlled road nework. A list of such measuresis
induded at Appendix B.

CONTEXT

This policy was developed in accordance with a commitment made by Main Roads
in the Queendand Cycle Strategy to formalise a pdicy aboutproviding for cycling
on State-controlled roads The Queendand Cycle Strategy was jointly prepared by
Queendand Trangort and Main Roads and was endorsed by cabinet on 15
September 2003.

Queendand Trangpott is portfolio lead for cycling and this policy is oneof Main
Roads suppoting measures.

Main Roadsinvests in cycling facilities assodated with the state-controlled road
network throughtheRIP. It also investsin cyclingfacilities onloca govenment
roadsthroughthe TIDS program, which forms part of theRIP.



Asaroad system manager, Main Roads has a responsbility to plan and design
roadsand condud its road busness to facilitate cycling in away tha promotes
safe and efficient travel for all road users. To enable this Main Roadswill
maintain appropriate guiddines.

Thepolicy is congstent with the strategic direction and priorities of the State
Government and Main Roadslong-term strategic directionsas doaumented in
RoadsConnecting Queendande's, (RCQ).

Congstent with the Government's overall strategy to increase cyclingin
Queendand, oneof thecore policy priorities of RCQ is enauring safer access to
theroad system for vulnerable road users (induding cyclists). RCQ states tha
Main Roadswill, where cog-effective, plan road corridors to encourage the safe
use of motorised trangport, and, where appropriate, public trangoort, cycling and
walking as part of broader trangport planning and whole-of-govenment objectives.
